policy to ensure participants are 

safe and having fun   

• Supervise, and provide guidance to 

volunteers 

• Complete all evaluations and 

reports in a timely manner 

• Assist in prep tasks at the start and 

end of each day 

• Refine engaging curriculum for a 

wide age-range 

• Perform other duties, as requested 

by supervisors 

• Instructors may be asked to 

participate in outreach trips around 

the Okanagan
